	Unit 1: Believable Stories (Auto/biographical Texts)
Key Question: How do we tell ‘true stories’ in entertaining ways?
Unit Overview:
Students are to explore a range of auto/biographical writing in a variety of media. The first focus is on using these as templates for students thinking about and writing about themselves. The second focus is on exploring various non-fiction representations of ‘lives’. Students should be introduced to and analyse obituaries, magazine interviews/feature articles, biographical reports such as wikipedia etc etc. In particular activities will explore how writers take actual biographical events and make them entertaining or persuasive. 
Teachers could choose various pathways through this unit: concentrate on telling life stories from the student’s own and family world; explore the theme of ‘children in peril’ (Mahtab’s story, The Diary of Anne Frank, Boy Overboard etc); or explore real life villains through entertaining or reworked versions of their lives

Unit Overview:

Students will view a film which is in some way tries to position its viewers to see matters from a particular point-of-view. If it is based on real events, they will research the events behind the story from a number of angles. 

The emphasis of film technique analysis is on the way the film-makers as story-tellers have utilised certain techniques to represent the story in the chosen way. The assessment task will require students to make a judgment about the success or appropriacy or fairness (or not) of these attempts to represent the story or character or issue on film.

Students will evaluate the extent to which the director has fulfilled her vision.

	Unit 3: What makes us tick? (Prose fiction)
Key Questions: 
What makes us care about the characters in a story?

Unit Overview:

This unit focuses on the role of character and characterisation in long form fiction. Activities will involve a close reading of text with exploration of the author’s use of language techniques and construction of themes, settings and plot. Teachers will choose elements to focus on depending on interests, class and text but the emphasis is on the ways that all elements work together to position the reader to care about what happens to the character.

In this way, students will also develop understandings about the ways fictional characters make us think about ourselves and our world.

	Unit 4: This Matters to Me! (Poetry Across Cultures)
How (and why) do writers from different cultures express what matters to them IN POETRY?

What similar (and different) concerns can we find in poetry from many cultures?
Unit Overview:

The focus here is on the power of poetry to express ideas that are important to writers and their cultures. Emphasis should be placed on poetry (and song) as a universal medium for the expression of strong feelings and attitudes. Students should be exposed to poetry from at least three cultures, including either indigenous or immigrant perspectives in Australia. Links are to be made between the concerns, forms, imagery and other techniques used by a variety of poets. Students have the opportunity to read and write poetry that matters to them.

	Reflection and Portfolio

In place of a yearly exam, students will present a professional looking portfolio with the emphasis on reflection and editing. Ways of thinking about and writing reflection will need to be explained. Editing and peer-editing processes will be explored.

Assessment: Portfolio of three best pieces of redrafted writing from the year, plus reflection.

	Unit 6: Blood, Death and Gore on the Stage
Unit Overview: 

Students explore brief excerpts from a number of bloody plays from Shakespeare . Students should be exposed to at least three different plays. Emphasis should be on what makes a scene ‘powerful’ and involve exploration of humour and lightness, a scene ‘template’, and an introduction to some aspects of Shakespeare’s language. Eg the first scene from Romeo and Juliet: intro and role play general clan concept; read scene; deal with language; act out with inspiration from Zefferelli and Luhrman films.

After a couple of weeks of ‘exploration’ students work in groups to write their own script of a murder, and then film it.

· an appropriate range of digital texts, including film, media and multimedia.
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
